Rhode Island�s Unemployment Rate
Declines to 4.5 Percent in August

The Unemployment Rate

Rhode Island�s seasonally adjusted unemployment rate declined for
the first time since February. The unemployment rate fell 0.8 of a
percentage point to 4.5 percent in August from July�s estimate of
5.3 percent. A year ago August, the unemployment rate was 4.2
percent. The number of employed Rhode Island residents declined
by 1,900 over the month, while the number of unemployed was
down by 4,400. Nationally, the unemployment rate for August
rose 0.4 of a percentage point to 4.9 percent, its highest level
since September 1997. Rhode Island�s unemployment rate dipped
below the national figure for the first time since April.

�The unemployment rate took an unusual drop in August primarily
due to a large reduction in the labor force,� said DLT Director Dr.
Lee H. Arnold.  �After five months of steady increases, the
unemployment rate fell to 4.5 percent, reflecting declines in both
the number of employed and unemployed Rhode Island residents.�

Rhode Island Job Highlights � (Over the Year, Unadjusted Figures)

In August, 478,900 workers were employed in Rhode Island, an
increase of 4,000 jobs over the year.  Services reported the most
substantial employment growth, adding 2,300 jobs.  Contract
Construction and Trade reflected increases of 1,600 and 1,100
jobs, respectively.

Nearly all industry components in the Services sector experienced
annual growth with the largest gain noted in Health Services.
Employment in Health Services was up by 1,000 over the year,
accounting for nearly half of the increase reported in the Services
sector.  Contract Construction payrolls rose by 1,600 due mainly
to increased employment in Special Trade Contractors (+1,100).
Within the Trade sector, the largest increases occurred in
Wholesale-Nondurable Goods (+500), Furniture and Fixtures
(+400), and General Merchandise Stores. (+300).

These gains overshadowed losses in Wholesale-Durable Goods
(-400) and Restaurants (-100). Transportation & Public Utilities
employment was up 1,000 over the year.  In August 2000, there
was a labor dispute at Verizon Communications, which resulted in a
temporary loss of over 1,000 jobs.  Government employment was
down by 100 over the year and Finance, Insurance & Real Estate
remained even.  The Manufacturing sector posted an annual decline
of 1,900 jobs.  The largest factory cutbacks occurred in Jewelry/
Silverware (-600), Fabricated Metals (-500), Printing-Publishing
(-300), Instruments (-300) and Textiles (-300).  These losses
overshadowed gains in Electrical Machinery (+300) and
Transportation Equipment (+300).

Rhode Island Job Highlights � (Over the Month, Unadjusted Figures)

The number of jobs in Rhode Island rose by 3,900 over the month,
due to the seasonal rebound in Manufacturing employment.
Typically, the August job total reflects the return of factory workers
following the July vacation closings.

Manufacturing - The Manufacturing sector registered a gain of
4,300 jobs over the month as factory workers returned to their jobs
following the traditional factory closings.  Fabricated Metals,
Jewelry/Silverware, and Textiles each reported gains of 1,100 jobs.

Finance, Insurance and Real Estate - Employment in this sector
increased by 200 over the month.  Finance, Insurance and Real
Estate was one of only two sectors reporting non-seasonal monthly
gains.

Services - Services employment was up by 100 over the month.
Job gains in Business Services (+500) and Health Services
(+200) offset losses in Educational Services (-300), Social
Services (-200) and Automotive and Miscellaneous Repair
(-100).

Trade - Employment in Trade was down 200 over the month due
to a loss of 300 jobs in Restaurant employment.  While some
modest gains were observed in Building and Garden Supplies and
General Merchandise stores, employment in all other Retail Trade
segments remained even. Wholesale-Durable Goods reported a loss
of 100 jobs.

Contract Construction - Contract Construction employment
remained even with 21,500 jobs.

Government - Public sector employment decreased by 300 jobs
due to a decline in municipal government employment.  Federal
and State employment was unchanged over the month.
