There were 10,690 initial claims filed for Unemployment Insurance Benefits in January 2004;
representing a decrease of 2,486 (18.9%) from in January 2003. The estimated number of
layoffs prevented as a result of Rhode Island’s Workshare Program numbered 153 in January
2004.

Employees in the Manufacturing sector filed 2,210 initial claims accounting for 20.2 percent of
the initial claims filed in January. Miscellaneous Manufacturing Industries which includes
Jewelry, Toy and Pen Manufacturing accounted for 763 claims representing 7.0% of all layoffs
during this time period. Fabricated Metal Products reported 301 claims which equal 2.8% of
total claims. The majority of layoffs in this sector were either seasonal layoffs or shut downs due to
vacations.

Employees of Rhode Island Construction companies filed a total of 2,091 initial claims in
January. These claims, accounting for 19.1 percent of the claims. Within the Construction
sector Special Trade Contractors reported the most layoffs (1,321), followed by General
Contractors (428), and Building Construction (342). Last January there were 1,029 initial
claims filed by individuals with an attachment to the construction sector.

Rhode Island Service workers filed 2,091 initial claims representing 16.8 percent of the
month’s initial claims. Over 50 percent of the claims filed in this sector were from Business
Services (520), Health Services (306), and Amusement and Recreation Services.

Initial claims filed by Retail Trade workers numbered 1,526 representing 14.0 percent of the
initial claims filed during the month.
