Rhode Island workers filed a total of 9,815 initial claims for
unemployment insurance benefits in January 2006, up 25
(+0.3%) from the 9,790 initial claims filed in January 2005.

Employees with an attachment to the Construction (1,758)
sector have filed the largest number of initial claims
this month, representing 18 percent of the month’s total
claims. These layoffs are seasonal and can be attributed
to the wintry conditions in our state. The Manufacturing
(1,425) sector reported the second largest number of claims
and represented 15 percent of the monthly total. Workers
classified in the Administrative & Waste Services (866) and
Accommodation & Food Services (759) sectors also filed
significant numbers of claims this month.

At the major occupational level, workers classified in
Production (1,570), Construction & Extraction (1,276),
and Office & Administrative Support (1,126) occupations
filed the largest number of claims, accounting for more
than one-third of all claims filed in January. There were
also significant numbers of initial claims filed by workers
classified in Transportation & Material Moving (902) and
Food Preparation & Serving Related (758) occupations.
