In June 2010, Rhode Island workers filed 9,071 initial claims
for Unemployment Insurance benefits, a decrease of 73
(-0.8%) from the 9,144 initial claims filed in June 2009.

Employees with an attachment to the Accommodation &
Food Services (1,132) sector filed the greatest number of
initial claims this month, followed by the Transportation &
Warehousing (1,069) sector, accounting for 24 percent of the
total initial claims this month. Over the year, claims against the
Accommodation & Food Services sector increased 51 percent
from the 749 initial claims filed in June 2009, while claims
against the Transportation & Warehousing sector increased
289 (37.1%) from the 780 initial claims filed during this same
period.

At the major occupational level, workers classified in
Transportation & Material Moving (1,403) occupations filed the
largest number of initial claims, followed by Food Preparation
& Serving Related (1,211) occupations. These two sectors
accounted for 29 percent of the total monthly claims in our
state.

Men filed 40 percent of the claims this month, while women
filed 60 percent. School Bus Driver was the occupation most
cited by the newly unemployed men and women.

Layoffs of 10 or more individuals during the month occurred
in 74 companies, an increase of 35 from the previous month’s
figure (39), and an decrease of 21 from the June 2009
figure (95). Industry sectors showing the largest number of
companies with layoffs included Education & Health Services,
Trade, Transportation & Utilities and Professional & Business
Services.

Thirty-seven percent of the claimants filing initial claims this
month reported a high school diploma as their highest level
of educational attainment, 19 percent reported having some
college education (including associate degree), 22 percent
reported having a bachelor’'s degree or beyond, while 10
percent reported that they did not have a high school diploma.
In comparison, 28 percent of the state’s population (25 &
over) reported a high school diploma as their highest level
of educational attainment, 26 percent reported having some
college education (including associate degree), 30 percent
reported having a bachelor’'s degree or beyond, while 16
percent reported that they did not have a high school diploma,
indicating that unemployment is more prevalent among groups

with less education. ) )
