Initial Claims – November 2002

There were 6,518 initial claims filed for Unemployment Insurance Benefits in November 2002; a
decrease of 1,314 (16.8%) claims from the 7,832 claims filed in November 2001. The estimated
number of layoffs prevented as a result of Rhode Island’s Workshare Program, numbered 125
down from 498 in November 2001.

Claims filed due to a total
lack of work identified
through our Mass Layoff
Statistics Program
numbered 4,834 and
accounted for 74 percent of
the initial claims filed in
November. There were 35
potential Mass Layoff
events identified this
month.  Each action
involved at least twelve
layoffs from a single firm.
The number of firms
experiencing at least one
layoff totaled 2,365.

Employees in the Services
sector filed 1,217 initial claims, accounting for 25.2 percent of the initial claims filed in November.
Last November there were 1,152 initial claims filed by individuals with an attachment to the
service sector.  Layoffs in Business Services (396) accounted for 33.0 percent of claims in this
sector.  Health Services (230) accounted for 19.0 percent of claims in this sector.  These two
industries accounted for more than half of the layoffs associated with the Service sector and 13.0
percent of all claims filed.

There were a total of 1,196 initial claims filed within the Manufacturing sector, accounting for 24.7
percent of the November claims.  Last November there were 1,808 initial claims filed by
individuals working in the manufacturing sector. Electronic and Other Electrical Equipment (279)
accounted for the most layoffs in this sector followed by Miscellaneous Manufacturing which
includes the jewelry industry (234) and Fabricated Metal Products (148).

The Construction sector accounted for 14.0 percent of initial claims, with initial claims filed this
month totaling 676.  This is a 68.0 percent rise over last year’s initial claims for the month of
November.
