Section 133(b)(2)(B) of the WIA requires the Governor to prescribe the formula to be used in issuing allocations to the substate grantees.  In prescribing the formula, the Governor, utilizing the most appropriate information available, shall assign weights to a set of six formula factors.  The weights the Governor has assigned to the formula factors for the PY-2003 Dislocated Worker allocations are as follows:
