1. Purpose: To transmit changes to the PY-03/FY-04 split for Dislocated Worker Programs.

2. References:  TEGL 23-02 dated April 1, 2003; WIN 02-03 PY 2003 Allocations for Adult and Youth Programs; WIN 02-04 PY 2004 Allocations for Dislocated Worker Programs.
3. Background:   A change has been announced for TEGL 23-02, issued 4/1/2003, to publish a revision to the tables displaying the 7/1/03 and 10/1/03 distributions of the PY 2003 allotments.  The original calculations of the split between the amounts for State formula and the National Reserve for the 7/1/03 and 10/1/03 distributions of the PY 2003 allotments were not consistent with the conference report accompanying the FY 2003 appropriation.  The 2003 appropriation overrode the statutory 80%/20% split between formula and National Reserve in the total Dislocated Workers appropriation, and the conference report maintained the 80%/20% split for the 10/1/03 funds, leaving the 7/1 portion to absorb the full impact of the change in the split.  The originally published table was based on calculations which incorrectly applied the same proportionate split between State formula and National Reserve as in the total appropriation to both the 7/1 and 10/1 portions.
 

Total allotments for each State for the full year are not affected.  The correction results in increased 7/1 amounts for all States and decreased 7/1 amounts for the National Reserve and the outlying areas, with offsetting adjustments to the 10/1 distribution to maintain the total amounts.  
4. Allocation of Funds: Below is the chart that splits your original allocations for Adult for which there is no change. The revised PY-03/FY-04 split for the PY-03 Dislocated Worker allocation is provided.  As you can see, the PY-03 total remains the same; however, the amounts for the PY/FY split have changed.
