Notice of Revised PY 2001 Allocations for Dislocated Worker Activities

1. Purpose. Last summer, Congress proposed and enacted a rescission of $177.5 million from the WIA Title I dislocated worker program for PY 2001. This notice is to provide to Local Areas notice of revised Program Year (PY) 2001 allotments for the dislocated worker program under WIA Title I as a result of the Congressional rescission contained in the Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2001.  The President has proposed a supplemental appropriation to restore the amount rescinded from the dislocated worker formula program and that proposal is pending before Congress. 

2. References. TEGL 12-00, dated March 6, 2001, TEGL 5-99, dated February 17, 2000, TEGL 3-01, dated August 16, 2001, and TEGL 3-01, Change 2, dated September 28, 2001.B. Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2001, July 24, 2001, Workforce Investment Act of 1998 and WIN 00-22, Change 2.  

3. Background. The Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2001 rescinds $177.5 million from the dislocated worker program for PY 2001. The Act calls for a reduction of $110 million (8.6 percent of the amount previously appropriated) from the formula program and $67.5 million (21.2 percent of the amount previously appropriated) from the Secretary's national reserve account. The level of funding for the Dislocated Worker program for Rhode Island is reduced from $2,885,714 to $2,752,896 for a difference of $132,818 due to the rescission. 

4. The Administration's Supplemental Request. Because of the concern about the impact of the reductions during a period of increased need for dislocated worker program services, the President has requested a supplemental appropriation to restore the rescission of formula grant funds.  

5. Revise Local Formula.  Funds being rescinded are from PY 2001, funds that are available for expenditure for the period 7/1/01 to 9/30/01.  When the supplemental appropriation restores the funds they will be restored to FY 2002, funds available from 10/1/01 to 6/30/02.  Local Areas that have an insufficient amount of PY-01 funds available to accommodate the rescission will have to transfer PY-01 expenditures to FY-02.

Attached is a table that identifies each Local Area’s revised allocation due to the rescission.
6. Action Required. Local Areas are requested to provide this Notice to the appropriate WIA staff and to submitt the necessary modifications to accommodate the recinded funds. (See WIN 01-05 for budget pages.)
