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The purpose of this WDL is to stress the importance of timely and accurate program and financial reporting which is essential for you and the State JTPO to maintain compliance with the reporting requirements established by the USDOL.  Timeliness compliance is one of the principle criteria utilized by DOL to assess a State’s JTPA program.

The majority of information required by the JTPO to accomplish its tasks and to meet required deadlines must be compiled at the local level.  This necessitates the establishment of a series of deadlines that need to be effectively managed.  In order to simplify this complex request for information, the JTPO seeks to collect only that information necessary for the State to meet its obligations as required in the JTPA system. 

As we go forward into Program Year 1998, I am asking the Service Delivery Areas and other JTPA funded agencies to make a concerted effort to incorporate procedures in your agency that will allow you to be responsive with timely and accurate  submissions.

Attached is a reporting schedule for Program Year 1998 which will serve as a reminder and will also allow you to monitor your own response to the existing reporting time lines.  Reporting deadlines may change in response to future developments.
