According to Title III of the JTPA, the Secretary of Labor is required to recapture funds from States identified pursuant to section 303(b) and reallot such funds to eligible States.  The amounts reallotted to States for Program Year 1998 are published in the  March 22, 1999  Federal Register, page 13820.

The amount reallotted to Rhode Island is $21,917.  This amount is distributed as follows:

Applying the PY 1998 substate allocation percentages to the 60% portion, the substate grantees will receive the following amounts.
