1. Purpose: To transmit changes to the Workforce Investment Act (WIA) financial reporting requirements.

2. References:  WIN 99-29 PY 2000 Allocations for Adult and Youth Programs; WIN 99-23 PY 2000 Allocations for dislocated Worker Programs; WIN 00-10 Financial Reporting Requirements 

3. Background:   National allotments for Adult and Dislocated Worker Programs are issued to States by Notice of Obligations (NOO).  Funds for WIA for PY 2000 were provided under the transitional Authority as provided in WIA 506(a).  The effect of this was to cause the PY 2000 Allocation for Adult and Dislocated Worker Programs to be split into two funding streams, specifically PY 2000 and FY 2001which are to be tracked and reported separately. 

4. Reallocation of Funds: Below are charts that will split your original allocations for Adult and Dislocated Programs into PY 2000 and FY 2001 funds as provided to you in WINs 99-20 and 99-23 respectively.

 WIN 00-10 provided to you the electronic reporting formats and reporting instructions.  This funding split will require two sets of reports, one set for PY 2000 funds and one set for FY 2001funds.  Identification of the report should be indicated on Line 6 “Funding Year”.  

Since FY 2001 funds did not become available for expenditure until October 1, 2000, reports for FY 2001 funds will not be required until the reporting period ending December 31, 2000.

Carry out JTPA funds that will become WIA funds will be reported separately on the WIA reporting formats provided to you in WIN 00-10. JTPA availability for the corresponding year from which the funds are carried into WIA will be reduced by the same amount and will change your original availability shown on the JTPA report.   

JTPA funds that will be used for closeout will continue to be reported on the JTPA Quarterly Status Report (QSR).  Noted in the “remarks” section of the JTPA QSR should be the amount set-aside for closeout and the cumulative expenditure.
