1.  PURPOSE.  To provide WIAs with the Revised WIA Youth Allocations for PY 2001.

2. REFERENCES.  Workforce Investment Notice 00-20; Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2001 (Public Law 107-20, July 24, 2001) 

3.  BACKGROUND.   On August 16, 2001 TEGL No. 3-01, PY 2001 Changes in Dislocated Worker and Youth Funds, was issued to the employment and training system.  The TEGL stated that an additional $25 million is being made available for Youth activities in PY 2001 as a result of the Supplemental Appropriations Act 2001.  Rhode Island’s share of the $25 million is $98,250.  Below is the revised distribution of youth funds
4.  REVISED WIA ALLOCATIONS FOR YOUTH PROGRAMS: The new State allocation for Youth is $3,430,152.  The State Set-Aside for Youth is 15%, which equals $514,523.  The remaining 85% equaling $2,915,629 is distributed to the WIAs according to the percentage allocation formula.
