1. Purpose: To transmit changes to the Workforce Investment Act (WIA) financial reporting requirements.

2. References:  TEGL 12-00 dated March 6, 2001; WIN 00-20 PY 2001 Allocations for Adult and Youth Programs; WIN 00-21 PY 2001 Allocations for Dislocated Worker Programs; WIN 00-10 Financial Reporting Requirements 

3. Background:   National allotments for Adult and Dislocated Worker Programs are issued to States by Notice of Obligations (NOO).  For PY 2001, Congress appropriated funds for these programs in to portions. The effect of this was to cause the PY 2001 Allocation for Adult and Dislocated Worker Programs to be split into two funding streams, specifically PY 2001 which is available for expenditure on July 1, 2001 and FY 2002 which will not be available for expenditure until October 1, 2001.  Each portion of funds is to be tracked and reported separately. 

4. Allocation of Funds: Due to limitations of Excel cell formula utilizing percentage to 4 decimal points, the sum of the parts did not equal the whole for the PY/FY split.  Using formula to 8 decimal points corrected this problem.  Below are revised charts that will split your original allocations for Adult and Dislocated Programs into PY 2001 and FY 2002 as provided to you in WINs 00-20 and 00-21 respectively.
