Subsequent Eligibility for Eligible Training Providers

Purpose:  To provide guidance on the Subsequent Eligibility of Eligible Training Providers who have already been accepted and included on the Eligible Training Provider List.

Reference: Workforce Investment Act Final Rule August 11, 2000; State Workforce Investment Notice 99-21- Certification Process for Eligible Training Providers.

Background: Section 663.530 of the final states that “no training provider may have a period of initial eligibility that exceeds eighteen months.”  

Discussion: Based on my liberal interpretation of 663.530, I conclude that providers whose period of initial eligibility will expire on 6/30/01, may be extended to predetermined period beyond that date not to exceed 18 months.  The date selected is September 30, 2001.  This will give the SWIO the time needed to finalize the Policy on Subsequent Eligibility.

Action:  Staff of the local WIA should prepare the necessary contract signature sheets to extend all training providers to September 30, 2001
