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In order to insure that Rhode Island achieves the goals stated in WDL 98-35 and maximizes the expenditure of available (CY 99 allocation plus carry-in minus previously approved transfers) IIB funds, I am establishing a minimum expenditure level of 90% of available IIB dollars for the 1999 Summer Program.  Expenditures indicated on the 12/31/99 summer report will be used  to calculate the minimum expenditure level for summer 1999.  The excess over 10% will be deobligated and reallocated to SDA/SDAs that have achieved the 90% minimum.  If no SDA achieves 90%, the excess will be reallocated proportionally based on expenditure level achieved.
